Lesson Plan 
Day 1- The Moon- An Introduction to the Unit and Moon Phases 
Time: 35-40 minutes

Objective (s): SWBAT identify and correctly use vocabulary related to the Moon.
		 
Materials: 
· Pre Test (Formative Assessment)
· Vocabulary list for the unit
· Whiteboard/Markers
· Dictionary
· Photo of a full moon

Anticipatory Set: We are going to be starting a new unit science unit today! Can you raise your hand if you know what it is called when the moon changes? (Answer: phases) We are going to be learning all about the Moon for the next few weeks!

Lesson: 
1. The teacher will hand out the pre test and give students time to individually answer the questions relating to the Moon. 
2. The teacher will pass out the vocabulary list with the students. The teacher and students will recite the words aloud. The students will work in pairs to define the vocabulary words. (20 minutes) The teacher will bring the students back to a whole group discussion and define the vocabulary words as a whole group using the white board and markers, with the students writing the definitions. 
3. The teacher will show the students a picture of the moon. The teacher will ask the students to describe the moon in their own words, including what they think the moon feels like and smells like. 

Closure: The teacher will end this lesson with an exit slip. The students will have to write down two vocabulary words and definitions. 

Evaluation of the Student and Lesson:  Students will be assessed by taking a pre-test about the Moon and different concepts related to the Moon. The student’s answers will guide me in designing lessons for the remainder of the unit and showing where student’s misconceptions about the Moon are. The lesson will be assessed through the use of the exit slips.
