Lesson Plan 
Day 10-13-The Moon-Man on the Moon 

Objective(s): 	SWBAT identify the atmosphere of the Moon. 
		SWBAT explain the first Moon exploration. 
		

Materials: 
· Access to the Internet 
· Access to a printer
· Paper/Pencil 
· Suitcase worksheets (enough for each student to have 2)

Anticipatory Set:  Ask students to close their eyes and imagine what it would be like to live on the Moon. Ask the students to imagine what they would need to survive. Have students think about how this might be different from life on Earth.  Tell the students that they are going to beginning a small research project for the next couple of days. 

Lesson: *This lesson will take at least 3 days*
Part I
1. Students will use their knowledge of the moon to decide what they should pack for their trip to the Moon. Students will fill in their suitcases (worksheet) with all the items they will need for their trip to the Moon. 
2. Students will have access to the Internet.  Instruct students to research what they would need to travel to the moon. Students should write down as much information as they can find that will be helpful to their trip to the moon.
3. The students will use the information they have gathered to finalize what they will take on their trip to the Moon. Students will get a new suitcase to fill in. They can fill in their suitcases with words and/or pictures of the materials they will take on their voyage. 
4. Students will present their suitcases to the class, explaining what they will take with them and why they chose to take the specific items. 
Part II
1. Students will be exploring the first man to land on the moon, Neil Armstrong, as well as Apollo 11. Students will be instructed to research these topics using the Internet and to write down as much information as possible. 
2. Students will work in pairs (chosen by the teacher) to research this information for 1.5 class periods. During the remainder of the second class period students will organize their information. Students will present their findings for the class. Students must be prepared to answer questions from their peers and the teacher.  Students must have visuals for their presentations. They are able to use media and/or printed pictures/drawings. 

Closure:  To end this lesson the teacher and other students will ask each presenter questions about their research. Students will be able to clarify any questions they may have about the atmosphere of the Moon and the possibility of visiting/living there. 

Evaluation of the Student and Lesson:  Students will be evaluated based on the accuracy of the information they present over the course of the lesson. Students will be asked questions throughout their research to allow the teacher to check for understanding.
