Lesson Plan
Day 3-The Moon- Moon Phases Continued

Objective(s):  SWBAT identify the phases of the moon. 
	           SWBAT arrange the phases of the moon in chronological order. 

Materials: 
· Computer/Projector and Screen
· http://www.solarviews.com/cap/moon/vmoon2.htm
· Paper and pencil
· Moon phase flash card sets (1 set per student)
· Chart paper 
· Markers
· “Label the Phases of the Moon” worksheet (derived from http://www.enchantedlearning.com/subjects/astronomy/activities/label/labelmoonphases.shtml )

Anticipatory Set:  Ask students to hold up their hand in front of their face and think about what they see. Then ask the students to look at their neighbors hand (make sure they are using the same hand) Ask students to think about what they see and how their perspectives are different between each hand. Explain that from the Earth there is a different perspective of the moon and than from the sun. 

Lesson: 
1. Begin this lesson by showing the students the phases of the moon animation from the NASA website, which is located above, a number of times. Ask the students to watch the short animation and to write down any words that they remember from yesterday’s lesson that might be related to the images seen in the video clip. Ask for volunteers to share their work. 
2. Pass out pre-made moon phase flash cards. There should be enough for each student to have their own set to allow for future independent studying. The teacher will then have the students count off by 4’s and get into small groups. The teacher will give each group a large piece of chart paper. Students must place the cards on the chart paper in sequential order starting with the new moon and going through the phases. The students will have to correctly label each phase. Each group will share their work with the rest of the class. (The teacher will check for understanding and make adjustments to the lesson accordingly) 
3. The teacher will hand out the worksheet “Label the Phases of the Moon”. Students will complete the worksheet independently. 

Closure:  The teacher will go around the room and ask students to share one thing they learned today about the phases of the moon and/or to share their moon journal findings from the previous evening. 

Evaluation of the Student and Lesson:  The students will be assessed formatively based on their ability to place the phases of the moon in chronological order and label them correctly. The teacher will also assess the students based on teacher observation.
