Lesson Plan 
Day 7-The Moon-Review of Moon Phases and Eclipses

Objective(s):	SWBAT identify and label the phases of the moon. 
		SWBAT compare and contrast the solar and lunar eclipses. 
		SWBAT identify and correctly use vocabulary related to the Moon. 

Materials: 
· Moon phase flash cards
· Large photos of the phases of the moon
· K-W-L chart about Eclipses

Anticipatory Set:  Raise your hand if you can tell me a phase of the moon? (Student Response) Raise your hand if you can tell me the two types of eclipses? (Student Response) Today we are going to be reviewing what we have learned about the Moon so far. Tomorrow we will be having a quiz so make sure you are all paying close attention! 
Lesson: 
1. Have students work in pairs to review the phases of the moon. Have students use their moon phase flash cards to match the phases of the moon by matching the picture of the moon phase to the corresponding vocabulary word by playing a version of “Go Fish”. The students can keep track of how many pairs they can make. 
2. As a whole group, review the phases of the moon. May want to use a visual model for this. 
3. To review eclipses revisit the K-W-L chart that was created in a previous lesson. Have students recall information about the lessons. Ask questions about both solar and lunar eclipses. 

Closure:  Go around the room and have them tell you one thing that they know about moon phases or eclipses. Students will be asked to study for their quiz the following lesson. Students should have their own set of vocab flashcards to reference as well as worksheet that have been completed during prior lessons. 

Evaluation of the Student and Lesson: The students will be evaluated based on their verbal and written answers about the content reviewed during this lesson.
